• Development of Volunteer Policies e.g. Clare County Council

• Development of Volunteer Handbooks e.g. Brothers of Charity Clare

• Set up Shannon Airport Authority Volunteer Led Support Group FOSA

• 80+ groups attended Volunteer Management Training
